From the age of four months Ashlyn has been a regular visitor at Royal Aberdeen Childrenõs Hospital.  
It was presumed that Ashlyn would never walk, but sheõs a fighter and took her first steps before 
she was 1 year!  In the following years, Ashlyn was in and out of hospital for different treatments 
and operations.  At just fourteen months she was admitted to hospital yet again and had to undergo 
a life saving lung operation where part of her lung was removed.  
 
The most frightening time for her parents began on 10 th February 2006, when Ashlyn aged 21 
months, collapsed in the bath and had to be flown to Yorkhill Childrenõs Hospital in Glasgow.  She 
spent four and a half weeks on life support after which she had to undergo a brain stem operation.  
Her parents were told again, that Ashlyn could be paralysed, this time down her right side, but she 
recovered and is now able to get about like other 5 year olds.   
 
It was Ashlynõs dream to visit Disney World and with the help of our wonderful fundraisers, Dreams
